KENTUCKY DERBY MUSEUM / LOUISVILLE SLUGGER MUSEUM/FRAZIER HISTORY MUSEUM
Whether you wear a fancy hat or a ball cap, there is something for everyone to enjoy today. Starting
at Churchill Downs, home of Kentucky Derby. Imagine the sound of thundering thoroughbred hooves
and views of the rolling hills of bluegrass. Enjoy a 360-degree multi-media show that surrounds you
with the images and sounds unique to Derby Day, "the most exciting two minutes in sports." Enjoy
time on a self-guided museum tour and a guided track visit. Then make a final stop in the Finish Line
Gift Shop for Derby memorabilia and souvenirs. Lunch will be on your own at the Mashup Food Hall
in the East Market District, also known as Nuu (New Louisville). Enjoy a variety of options including
bakeries, gourmet hot dogs, sandwiches and southern comfort food. After lunch, you will head over
to the Louisville Slugger Museum, another famous landmark in Louisville! Your experience begins
with a thrilling movie that will transport you to the forests and mills, where every Louisville Slugger
bat begins. Next, walk through the heart of the factory production line and get a behind the scenes
look at the bat making process, including the fav favorite “mini bat”. See bats being made for today's
baseball stars and tomorrow's major leagues. Your tour includes a free souvenir miniature batin a
gallery showcasing quotes from Babe Ruth, Roberto Clemente and “Cool Papa” Bell. Final stop, the
Frazier Kentucky History Museum. Located just steps away, visit the best museum in Kentucky,
where the world meets Kentucky. Located on the first floor is the Kentucky Bourbon Trail Welcome
Center along with special exhibitions, including the upcoming “Revolutionary Threads”, focusing on
the wartime experiences during the Revolutionary War. Don’t forget to stop in the gift shops for all
things Kentucky.

FRIDAY, OCTOBER 2:
BUFFALO TRACE DISTILLERY/MEMORIAL SERVICE

No trip to Kentucky is complete with a visit to the Buffalo Trace Distillery, located in Frankfort, KY.
Begin by checking-in at the Freehouse Welcome Center in the Visitor Parking lot. Guests are
welcome to walk the grounds or explore the newly expanded gift shop and gallery, located in former
Warehouse A, this historic aging warehouse, now features over 35,000 square feet of shopping and
free tastings. After departing the distillery, lunch will be on your own in Downtown Frankfort.
Following lunch, a Memorial Service will be held at the Kentucky Vietnam Veterans Memorial.
Constructed in 1988 to overlook the state Capitol in Frankfort, the memorial honors over 1100
Kentuckians who served this nation in the Vietnam War. Each Veteran’s name is precisely
engraved on the blue-gray granite, so the shadow of the sundial pointer touches their name on the
anniversary of their death. Thus, everyone is honored with a personal tribute.
